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This academic article aims to explore the integration of good governance
principles and the philosophy of sufficiency economy in local administrative
organizations within the digital era. The study emphasizes the concept of
knowledge-based administration, which combines moral values with
administrative efficiency at the local level. The theoretical framework is
based on the six principles of good governance -transparency, participation,
accountability, equality, rule of law, and efficiency-together with the
“Three Rings and Two Conditions” of the Sufficiency Economy
Philosophy. The conceptual analysis reveals that integrating these two
paradigms can establish a balanced administrative system between
“structure and value.” While good governance provides a transparent and
accountable structural mechanism, the sufficiency economy philosophy
contributes to reasonable, moderate, and sustainable decision-making. The
article proposes a Knowledge-Based Sufficiency Governance Framework
consisting of three key dimensions: data- and knowledge-driven
administration, ethical governance, and sustainable local development.
Policy recommendations are also presented, emphasizing capacity building
for local officials, the establishment of collaborative learning networks, and
the adoption of digital technology to enhance transparency and public trust.
In conclusion, the integration of good governance and the sufficiency
economy philosophy represents a holistic approach to improving the
quality, transparency, and sustainability of public administration in
Thailand’s local governments within the digital transformation context.
